Code Page

Characters are represented by character codes. Charac-
ter codes are generated and stored when a user
inputs a document. A Code Page is a list of selected
character codes in a certain order. Code Pages are
usually defined to support specific languages or groups
of languages which share common writing systems.
For example, Code Page Greek for Macintosh OS
provides character codes required in the Greek writing
system. Traditionally, a font has been designed to
contain all the glyphs required by a single Code Page.
The order of the character codes in a Code Page allows
the system to provide the appropriate character code
to an application when a user presses a key on the
keyboard. When a new Code Page is loaded, different
character codes are provided to the application. Post-
script fonts are single code page fonts, since
